One person secretly chooses an 
object that they can 'spy with  their little eye'  and the 
others take turns to guess the name of the object. 
·  If the children are of spelling age they usually give a clue 

by saying the first letter of the object.  
·  If children are learning their colours adapt the game to 

say the colour of the object.   
·  If you share knowledge of another language adapt the 

game by using the spelling and word in that language. 
 
Painting with Water

Simple Recipes - Small Cakes  
Contribution from Hampshire Families staff 
Cooking is always a fun activity to do together.  Children 
should always be supervised when cooking and for young 
children adults must carry out any instructions involving 
anything dangerous eg the oven.  Find out what books 
your local library has on children’s cooking.  
 
You will need: 
3 medium eggs,  
6ozs Self Raising Flour, 6ozs Margarine 
6ozs Sugar, 6ozs Fruit (currants, raisins or cherries) 
 
Cream together Margarine and sugar in a mixing a bowl.  
Add flour and beaten egg and mix with a wooden spoon or 
hand mixer until well mixed.  Add fruit.  Spoon into cakes 
cases, makes approximately 24.  Cook on 180�C or Gas 
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Mark 5 for 15 to 20 mins until light brown in colour and firm 
to the touch. Allow to cool. 
 
If you wish to make plain cakes you can leave out the fruit 
and decorate the cakes with glace icing and sprinkles once 
cool.

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gelatin is dissolved. Let the mixture cool about one minute. 
With a small brush, brush a thin coat of warm sticker 
solution on the back of each picture cutout. When dry, you 
can lick the stickers and stick them on paper or glass. It 
works just like a real stamp.

Wonder Box 
Wonder Boxes are an excellent low-cost way for parents to 
engage children in play. They allow children to sort, 
explore textures, sounds and actions. It will encourage 
interaction which may be initiated by the child or the 
parent. Wonder Boxes are normally theme based and can 
come in different forms e.g. suitcases, baskets, handbags, 
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hat boxes, draw string bags, empty bean bags, plastic 
containers etc. 
Examples of themes that could be used: 
Holidays, natural materials, dressing up, seasons, senses, 
stories, nursery rhymes, music & dance, rolling, colours, 
counting, alphabet, sorting, sequencing and stacking. 
Using a Wonder Box 
Wonder Boxes should be placed in a quiet area where 
children can explore the contents freely. Parents can use 
the Wonder boxes for story time with their child. The child 
can talk about, describe, explore and investigate the 
various materials which promotes thinking skills and 
awakens their curiosity.

Building A Den  
For a good dose of imaginative play, most children will 
enjoy the chance to build a den, then play in it. Dens can 
successfully be built inside or outdoors. Inside, for 
example, you can use a couple of chairs spaced out, a 
table, or a desk as your basic prop and drape a large sheet 
over them (secured with clothes pegs, or carefully tied).  

Dens can be similarly created outside in the garden in 
good weather, using benches, chairs, a fence or even a 
sturdy step ladder (good for providing height underneath 
for older children) to drape your sheet or blanket over. 
Outside, you could even use a sun umbrella too, if you 
don’t have a blanket available.  

Children will enjoy taking part in the creative side of 
actually building and constructing the den and of course 
love being inside it when it’s built. It’s good to encourage 
their imagination skills by suggesting they have a theme or 
act out a scenario when they’re in the den. Where 
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practical, dens can be left in situ for a while for continued 
play.  

Cooked Dough  
The following recipe for cooked dough was given to us by a 
local parent.  Cooked dough can be used for all kind of 
modelling (similar to play dough.) 
You need:- 
Saucepan, One Cup of Salt, Two Cups of Water, Two 
Teaspoons Cream of Tartar, Two Cups Flour, Two 
Tablespoons of Cooking Oil or Baby Oil, A few drops of 
Food Colouring 
 * Use the same size cup for measuring all ingredients 
  
Mix all the ingredients together in the pan. 
 Cook the mixture over medium heat STIR ALL THE 
TIME!!  The mixture will go like scrambled eggs and start to 
come away from the pan.  A lump will form 
 Remove from heat, cool and then knead 
 Store well in an airtight box or polythene bag if kept in a 
cool place. 
 
Paper Mache - courtesy of youtube.com  
Make paper mache the easy way. 
You need-  
 2 cups of flour – 16oz, 2 cups of water – 16oz, 1 table 
spoon of salt 
Mix all the ingredients together in a bowl.  Soak strips of 
pre-cut newspaper into the mixture, clean off and apply to 
your model. 
 
Activities to play on long journeys  
Why not take a notebook and pencil for 
older children on long journeys to play 
some simple games.  
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Number Plate Game 
Everyone (not the driver!) races to add together the 
numbers together on each car number plate. 
 
Spot the Car, Vehicle, Colour, Sign 
Each person thinks of a colour or car, type of vehicle, road 
sign, name of pub sign (eg animals, colours, royalty) and 
so on to be counted.  See how many you can count within 
10, 15, 30 minutes or so.  The person with the highest 
number wins. 
                                                    
Hangman 
One person chooses a subject and a word associated with 
that subject for the others to guess.  For example the 
subject would be “the farm” and the associated word could 
be “pig”.  The person choosing the word then writes down 
the appropriate number of dashes for the number of letters 
in the word he wishes the players to guess.  All guessing 
players take turns to guess what letters may appear in the 
word.  The letter (everywhere it appears) is then filled in on 
the appropriate dash (or dashes) each time the person 
guesses correctly, until the word is complete.  Try to guess 
the word in 20 letters. 
 
Naughts and Crosses 
This traditional game is for two players.  Draw a grid of two 
lines accross by two lines down.  Each player decides if 
they want to be a naught or a cross.  Take turns to place a 
‘O’ or a ‘X’ within the grid.  First person to get three 
naughts or crosses in a row is the winner.

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ICE - In Case of Emergency   
If you’re involved in an accident and have 
your mobile phone with you, you can help 
the emergency services to know who to 
contact by adding ICE in front of their 
name.  
 
In your phone ‘Contacts’ enter ‘ICE’ followed by the name 
and telephone number. Make sure you choose a number 
that’s easy to get in touch with – a home number could be 
useless in an emergency if the person works full time. 
Enter day and evening numbers where this is possible.  
You can add more than 1 – eg ICE1 Mum  ICE2 Dad. 
 
Make sure the person whose name and number you are 
giving has agreed. You should also make sure your ICE 
partner has a list of people to contact on your behalf, such 
as your place of work. In addition, they’ll need to know 
about any medical conditions that could affect your 
emergency treatment, including allergies or medication. 
 
If you’re under 18, your ICE partner should be your mother, 
your father or an immediate member of your family 
authorised to make decisions on your behalf.  
 
It only takes a few seconds, so get you and your fa mily 
to do it today!
